Replaces Cinch Chain

Morse Drum-Adaptors make it possible
to handle several different diameter drums
with the same Morse “Karrier”. These handy
accessories are designed to be quickly
added to the Karrier’s drum holder to reduce
the grip diameter to match drums smaller
than standard steel 55 gallon drums.

For fiber drum or straight walled steel
drum, add Model E14 Fiber Drum Strap,
which replaces the Karrier’s cinch chain and
protects the drum while enhancing the
friction grip to hold the drum. The four-inch-
wide nylon core belt has a laminated rubber
friction surface and a chain attached to each
end which fastens to the drum holder in the
same way as the standard cinch chain. When
the Fiber Drum Strap is in place the unit
may continue to be used for standard steel
drum, or with smaller drum when combined
with appropriately sized Drum-Adaptor.

Drum-Adaptors are useful only for drum
smaller than 55 gallon size, see chart.

Special order Karrier may be necessary for
handling drum of diameter greater than 22-
1/2” diameter.

To attach the Drum-Adaptor, hold it with
the hooks upward, above and slightly ahead
of the drum saddle (see picture above left).
Then advance it into the drum saddle and tilt
the hooks toward the top edge of the saddle
band. Move it downward so that as the hooks
engage the saddle band, the Drum-Adaptor
settles into place with its lower tabs
protruding below the saddle band. The Karrier

with the Drum Adaptor in place is then ready
to use.

Note About Drums with Ribs: Because it
is recommended that drums be held at their
middle, proper size adaptor should be used
only with drum having a center section free
of ribs in a band at least 8” wide.

Drum-Adaptors are made in 1-1/2”
increments of diameter to match popular drum
sizes. Nonstandard drum adaptors for sizes
not shown may be built on special order.
Please call with special requirements.
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Model 55/30-19 Adaptor for 19” diameter drum,
is easily inserted into drum holder in just a few
seconds.

Fully loaded drums are easily handled by one person with the Morse Hydra-Lift Karrier. 55 gallon (210 liter)

steel drums weighing up to 800 Lb. can be lifted, moved, raised for controlled pouring or draining, and returned
to the storage area with minimal physical effort. Other drum sizes may be handled when using available
accessories. Several standard models offer a range of maximum pouring heights. “Specials” can be made for
extra lift, more reach, greater straddle width, nonstandard containers, etc.

Though often used for lifting and pouring, the Hydra-Lift Karrier can be used in various ways such as lifting
drums on or off scales, platforms, conveyors or trucks, moving drums to or from storage, charging high tanks
and positioning drums of parts for hand access at work stations, etc.

MORSE FORK LIFT KARRIERS MODELS 285A AND 285A-HD
A Morse Fork Lift Karrier adds another dimension to YOUR Fork Truck - that of drum handling! It quickly

mates with the truck forks to provide simple, effortless means to raise and drain loaded drums. There are
no electrical or hydraulic connections. Just drive the truck forks into the Karrier’s fork pockets, and drive
to the drum. The saddle meets the center of the drum. The operator dismounts, screws down the safety
locks to grip the forks, and cinches the binder for a quick and secure grip. No tools necessary.

Back in the cab, the operator can transport, raise, tip and drain loaded drums without leaving his seat,
and then return the emptied drum to the desired location. The Fork lift-Karrier detaches quickly, freeing
the truck for other jobs.

Without making large expenditures or modifying your truck, you can add an accessory that solves
many of the problems encountered when handling drums. The Fork
Lift-Karrier speeds up work and, most importantly, eliminates the need
for dangerous, makeshift drum handling and backbreaking labor.

Now you can lift, tilt and drain drum contents with ease and know the weight of what you have poured! A
hydraulic lift and tilt system makes it simple to raise and tilt heavy drums. Manual lift and tilt also available.
The digital indicator keeps you informed of the drum weight. You will be able to weigh even while pouring
into a container up to 106” (269 cm) high. See spec sheet  for 515 series (single-stage) and 525 series

(two-stage). Also available without scale as Model 510 and 520 series with full choice of
power options.

MODEL 185A-HD FOR HIGH LEVEL CONTROLLED POURING
Just hook the Kontrol-Karrier to your monorail, hoist, crane or chain block and snap the saddle

between the drum chines. No tools needed, the operator’s bare hands can cinch the drum securely.
We’ve eliminated the drawbacks and dangers of other overhead pouring methods and added all the
accuracy and smooth control of hand tipping. Here is a drum handler that saves you labor time, reduces
waste due to spilling, and improves plant productivity.

Kontrol-Karriers handle and pour materials above an operator’s reach simply and accurately. Tipping
is performed by a single operator at floor level holding both sides of the chainloop. Pulling one side or the
other will rotate the drum as desired. On Model 185A-HD chains can be guided into locking slots to hold
the drum attitude, allowing operator to let go.

Hand cranks and hand wheels are available for eye level pouring. See spec sheet for 185 Series.

MODEL 195 SERIES KONTROL-KARRIERS
The 195 Series is the latest in below-the-hook drum handlers. These power tilt Karriers

are available with AC or air motor and are efficient and simple to use. Just cinch the drum
strap securely around the drum and let the Karrier do the work. Tilt the drum forward or
reverse with either a two button pendant (AC) or a three position reversing valve (air).

Designed to handle 55 gallon steel drums weighing up to 1,000 Lb. will work with
smaller diameter drums with appropriately sized drum adapter.
